The transformer in this kit may be different from the one in the

unit to be repaired. If the defective transformer does not have a

blue lead, remove the blue lead from the replacement transformer by
cutting it close to the coil.

CAUTION: Disconnect power cord before attempting to replace

transformer.
Power Unit
1. Remove bottom cover from the power unit.
2. Remova wirz nuts from transformer leads to the power cord and

switch., Some .units may have a transformer lead attached
directly to a switch terminal. Cut that lead close to the
transformer, strip' the end, and connect to the replacement .
- transformer lead with a wire nut. Cut the other transformer
leads, leaving the wire nuts in place. This will serve later
to indicace where the replacement transformer leads are to be

cennected.
3. Remove transformer morntlng screvws.
4. Tf the detective transformer is the same shape as the new one,

install thé new one, connect the leads, and replace the bottom
cover. NOTE: These unlts will have a c1rcu1t breaker or fuse.

5.  If the defective transformer is different, refer to the figure

" that looks 1like ®the defective unit. Install the new
transformer as shown. To ensure good contact, remove paint and
varnish around ths screw hole in the transformer core where
the ground terminal(s) are attached.

6. Connect the leads of the replacement transformer. Use the old
transformer leads (still attached from Step 2) as a guide. The
white lead may be attached to either of the primary connection
points.
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
